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Social Studies Teacher Candidates’ Experiences about Doing Oral History
Sosyal Bilgiler Ogretmen Adaylarinin Sézlii Tarih Yapmakla Hgili Deneyimleri
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Ozet

Bu ¢alismanin amact sozlii ve yerel tarih ¢aligmalariyla mesgul olan bir grup sosyal bilgiler 6gretmen adayinin tarih
yapmakla ilgili deneyimlerini, tarihsel anlamalarini, goriis ve bakis agilarini derinlemesine ve ¢ok boyutlu olarak ortaya
koymaktir. Aragtirma durum ¢aligmast deseninde yiiriitilmustiir. Arastirmanin ¢aligma grubunu “kolay ulagilabilir durum
orneklemesi” ve “6l¢iit 6rneklem” ile belirlenen on 6gretmen aday: olusturmaktadir. Arastirmanin verileri, farkls konular
¢alisan dorderli ve altgarli homojen iki ayrt grupla gergeklestirilen odak grup goriigmeleri yoluyla ve gozlemci giinliikleri
ile toplanmistir. Goriismeden elde edilen veriler icerik analiz teknigi ile analiz edilmigtir. Arastirma bulgulari, sozlii tarih
caligmalarinin sosyal bilgiler 6gretmen adaylarinin bir tarihg¢i gibi diisinme ve ¢aligma becerileri kazanmalarina 6nemli
katkilar sagladigint ortaya koymustur. Ayni zamanda sézlii tarih ¢aligmalarinin 6gretmen adaylarinin aragtirmaya konu
olan insanlarla empatik bir bag gelistirmelerine, tarihsel bilgilerinin, genel kiiltiirlerinin ve yerel tarihe olan ilgi ve

meraklarinin artmasina da olumlu yonde katki sagladigt bulunmustur.
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Abstract

The purpose of this study is to thoroughly and multi-dimensionally examine the experiences, historical understandings,
views, and opinions of a group of social studies teacher candidates regarding the subject of making history. This study
was conducted as a case study design. The sample of this study consisted of ten teacher candidates selected using
convenient sampling and purposive sampling. The data were collected from the focus group interviews conducted with
two homogenous groups and observer journal. The data were analyzed using content analysis technique. Findings of the
current research revealed that oral history studies made significant contributions providing social studies teacher
candidates with the skill of thinking and working like a historian. It was also found out that oral history studies helped
teacher candidates develop an empathetic bond with people who are research subjects, and improved their historical

knowledge, general culture and their interest in local history.
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
